1. Solicitor Requirements:  Solicitors are required to register in Kenmore at City Hall, and must have that registration on their person at all times.  Bridlepath is a non-soliciting neighborhood.  The "No Soliciting" sign is POSTED at the entrance to our development. If a "No Soliciting" sign is posted, no solicitor or registered peddler is permitted to contact the residents - even with a permit. (Kenmore Ord.#04-0198: Section 5)  

If you have a solicitor come to your door, you are not required to answer the door. If you choose to answer the door you can inform them that our HOA does not allow solicitors. If the person refuses to comply or becomes hostile or aggressive, close your door and call 911 to report the incident. The Kenmore PD will respond to reported solicitors in an urgent manner.

2. Neighborhood Crime Prevention: Winter days are here and that means more hours of darkness.  Therefore, community crime goes up.  We all need to be on the watch for suspicious activities in the neighborhood and report them when found.  Monthly crime reports can be found on the Safety Page.  Here are some reminders to keep our neighborhood safer:

· House Lighting: Burglaries are up so keep your outside lights on when it’s dark.  Suggestion is to buy timers if you tend to forget to turn them on. That way, even when you are not home they will go on as needed. (Light timer installs in place of switch).  A dark home in inviting to criminals.

· Car Prowls: Keep your car doors locked and DO NOT leave your car unattended while warming up in front of your house. Thieves do scout neighborhoods in colder months many cars are stolen this way.

· Graffiti/Vandalism: Watch for it, report it, and clean it as soon as possible. The faster it is removed, the less likely they will return to damage that spot again.

3. House Checks: The Kenmore PD provides complementary house checks on your residence while you are away for an extended period.  Simply fill out the form, print and take to City Hall.  Deputy Childers receives all the requests and will schedule the house check.  More info on the program is found here.
